1. Call to Order and Roll Call

The Redistricting Task Force met in inaugural session through videoconferencing, and
provided public comment through teleconferencing, on Friday, September 17, 2021.
Clerk John Carroll called the meeting to order at 2:10 p.m.

Lee, and Member Reiner were noted present. A quorum was present.

Angela Calvillo, Clerk of the Board (Board of Supervisors) conducted the ceremonial
swearing-in of the 2020 Census Redistricting Task Force members.

obligations of the Task Force and its Members.
