
Every ten years, the boundaries of San Francisco’s Supervisorial Districts are 
redrawn to ensure that each district maintains equal numbers of residents. 
Members of the public are encouraged to participate in the redistricting process.

Why does Redistricting Matter?
Redistricting directly impacts communities access and ability to voice their goals, 
ideals and objectives. This process helps ensure that Communities of Interest are  
kept intact with meaningful representation.
