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 Task Force (TF) Mapping Procedures 

Principles:  

- The TF will provide Q2 with specific instructions for a starting point for the first maps to be presented 
to the Task Force on 3-2-22 the first mapping meeting of the TF.     

- Mapping requests and changes will be initiated by the TF and they will work with Q2 who will draw the 
next requested iterative map.  

- Discussions will be focused on Communities of Interest, Neighborhoods, District Boundaries, Census 
Data and compliance with The Voting Rights Act.  

- Allow Task Force to explore multiple paths or maps.  
- Offer clear forward direction and clarity for the mapping process status at the end of each meeting.  

Communication 

Liaisons on process, clarification or info/questions between TF and Q2 for mapping will be Members Matt 
Castillon and Chasel Lee.  Members Castillon and Chasel Lee will be in charge of coordinating the process and 
keeping a written log of what feedback or input is incorporated in each map. This feedback should be reflected 
in the public record and in the Final Report.   

Task-Force Centralized Mapping for Follow Up Maps 

TF members will initiate all requests for maps or mapping changes.     

After the members have shared their comments there will be a recommendation to advance one of the prior 
maps with specific changes.   

Where possible the TF will attempt to advance the next stage of the mapping process off a chosen specific and 
hopefully single map.   If needed multiple map will be advanced but the goal will be to always advance off of 
one specific map.   

As the new map is selected the TF will ask Q2 to come back with that map as the basis with 2 or 3 
new/different versions on the next iteration.   

After the TF has provided their direction to Q2 there will be public comment.   

The members may again discuss the maps and any changes they would like to see if any.   

The map may then be advanced without further changes or with changes recommended and approved by the 
TF.  If consensus has been reached then the mapping request will be advanced to Q2.  If there is no consensus, 
a formal vote may be taken.   

This will be the process the TF will follow at each mapping meeting until the final map is selected on or before 
April 14th.  



Groups and the public may submit their maps to the TF through the public website, and TF members may pick 
parts or all of a map to incorporate into their mapping requests. In order to maintain fairness, all outside 
feedback will be evaluated independently and no outside individual will be given preferential treatment over 
any other member of the public.  

Specifically, non-TF generated maps are a form of public comment, and no publicly generated maps 
will be directly presented to a member of the TF by an interest group or non-task force member.  

Sample Mapping Advancement and Naming Sequence: 

-Mapping Day 1 (3-2-22): TF provides parameters to Q2 to create Map 1 A  

-3-9-22 Q2 provides Map 1 A to the TF for discussion on 3-14-22 

-Mapping Day 2 (3-14-22):  

TF provides new mapping instructions of boundary changes to Map 1 A which will then be returned 
named Maps 2 A and 2 B. 

-Mapping Day 3 (3-23-22): Q2 will return next mapping day with changes requested by TF - Maps 2 A & 2 B   

TF motions through consensus or vote to move one of the maps let’s say Map 2 B forward 
TF provides new mapping instructions of boundary changes to Map 2 B which will then be returned, if 
there are three, named Maps 3 A, 3 B and perhaps a 3 C. 

*From here on in mapping days will be numbered but not dated as dates may be added as we go along. 
  

-Mapping Day 4: Q2 will return next mapping day with changes requested by TF - Maps 3 A, 3 B, & 3 C   

TF motions through consensus or vote to move let’s say Map 3 C forward 
TF provides new mapping instructions of boundary changes to Map 3 C which will then be returned, if 
there are two, named Maps 4 A & 4 B.  

-Mapping Day 5: Q2 will return next mapping day with changes requested by TF - Maps 4 A & 4 B 

TF motions through consensus or vote to move map let’s say 4 A forward. 
TF provides new mapping instructions of boundary changes to Map 4 A which will then be returned, if 
there are two, named Maps  5 A & 5 B.   
 

The mapping continues as noted above until a final map is voted on. 

  



Live Line Drawing 

Line drawing is conducted during public sessions at officially agendized task force meetings.   Line drawing may 
also occur at any other designated mapping meetings if the TF decided to do so.  Combination of mapping and 
line drawing meetings may occur at the discretion of the TF. 

Two specific dates, because of Q2 turn around requirements have been designated as line drawing days.  They 
are 3-26-22 and 4-9-22.   

Consultants (Q2) will be present with a mapper and digital maps at the ready. 

The Task Force can start with existing lines, or with someone's proposed new lines, or with a blank map. In 
some cases the task force may work up "visualizations," which may be rough-sketch districts, and proceed 
from there. 

The Chair or designee will focus on a particular area and then begin taking input from other Task Force 
members about particular lines. 

TF members are free to give whatever reasons they think germane to their proposals, whether it were public 
input, or balancing populations, or known neighborhood boundaries. 

1. Only one change could be considered at a time (though mappers could undo past changes as needed).  

Line mapping will be done by consensus.  

It's all iterative: after an area is finished (an area could be a district, multiple districts or any area of San 
Francisco) then public input would come in, and the TF might also do further research, and then revisit that

Redistricting Criteria and Next Steps



Introduction: What is Redistricting?

San Francisco has 11 supervisorial districts.
Redistricting is the process of adjusting the existing 

supervisorial district boundaries to be compliant with all 
redistricting criteria.

Redistricting happens every ten years after the release of 
the decennial Census data used to balance the populations 
of the supervisorial districts.
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Redistricting Criteria

Compliance with the U.S. Constitution, CA Constitution, and 
the federal Voting Rights Act (VRA) 

Contiguity
Compactness
Preservation of recognized neighborhoods and communities 

of interest (CoIs)
Communities of interest do NOT include relationships 

with political parties, incumbents, or political candidates. 
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U.S. Constitution and the Voting Rights Act

 The 14th Amendment of the U.S. Constitution requires that 
districts be of roughly equal population

 Population variations between districts are allowed to keep 
recognized communities intact:
 ± 1% of the mean (± 795 people), if possible
 ± 5% of the mean (± 3,977 people), if needed

 The district map must comply with the federal Voting Rights Act 
(VRA) to protect the voting rights of racial and language 
minorities.
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Current Situation 4

The Task Force’s job is to get as close to 
the mean as possible to meet the U.S. 
Constitution’s equal population 
requirements.

Contiguity and Compactness 

 Districts should be contiguous.
 All parts of a district must be adjacent to another part of the district.
 Areas separated by water and not connected by a bridge, tunnel, or regular 

ferry service are not contiguous.
 One must be able to travel from any location to any other location without 

crossing another district.
 Areas that meet only at the points of adjoining corners are not contiguous.

 Districts should be compact.
 Does not bypass nearby areas of population in favor of more distant 

populations.
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Next Steps

 Through an iterative mapping process, the Task Force will create the official final 
supervisorial district map.

 The Task Force will exercise its legal responsibilities in creating its map knowing 
that areas must be changed in order to be legally compliant. Each move on the 
map will impact one or more other districts.

 The Task Force needs the community’s collaboration to complete its assigned 
tasks. Please help the Task Force by bringing ideas and solutions to the table.

 The Task Force must adopt a final map by Thursday, April 14, 2022, at 11:59pm.

I was
unable to attend the April 2nd meeting to give
comment and unfortunately, the resulting map very
closely resembles the currently illegal 2012 District
lines. I strongly support a map that is legally compact
and contiguous and abides by the Constitution's 14th
amendment equal protection clause. 

In particular:
1. The decision to add Sea Cliff and North of Lake to
D1 must be preserved to maintain a geographically
compact, contiguous, and legal district. The
Richmond is very diverse socially, racially, and
economically, and this diversity is what makes it
special. Immigrants from Eastern Europe, Russia,
and all parts of Asia live alongside San Franciscans
that have been here for generations. I oppose and I
am offended by any testimony that rejects people
who live on the other side of the street. Those
comments are based on discrimination, bigotry, and
xenophobia. 

2. The Inner Sunset and Golden Gate Heights must
stay in District 7 and both neighborhoods have
expressed that they want to remain together. This will
ensure a geographically contiguous, compact, and
legal map. 

3. Chair Townsend gave an impassioned speech on
Saturday about the African American community and
I agree with his commentary. Community of Interest
maps have been submitted that show the migration
of underrepresented African Americans from
Western Addition to the Tenderloin.

I was shocked to learn of your 3:00 AM maneuver this morning reversing your Sunday vote which
had endorsed draft Map 4D.
 
I have lived in San Francisco since 1971, residing at my current residence in Bernal just off of
Cortland Street since 1985 where my wife Andrea Snow and I raised a family. 
 
I watched online Sunday as residents from across the City argued in favor of draft 4D to keep
communities of interest together and to preserve the voting power of Black, Brown, low-income and
other historically disadvantaged communities.  I couldn’t agree more and was pleased when you
listened to the public and voted 8-1 in favor of 4D.
 
I was also moved by Rev. Arnold Townsend’s impassioned cry over the displacement African
Americans from San Francisco over the decades. 
 
But Map 4B will only further dilute the political power of Black communities and hasten the erasure
of African Americans from San Francisco.  Another reason I don't understand your vote.
 
What happened?  Why would you ignore the input of the community and change course in the dead
of night to adopt a map which will only increase the political power of the City’s more affluent
neighborhoods?
 
I am not a demographer.  But having lived in the City for more than 50 years, it’s clear to me that the
Tenderloin and SOMA have a long history together and should remain intact;  that slicing up the
Haight (as 4B does, and which btw, has long been connected to the Fillmore as well as NOPA)
politically decimates one of San Francisco’s most historic neighborhoods;  that placing Potrero Hill in
a 4B's newly configured District Six will disenfranchise the residents of Potrero Terrace and Annex;
that Sea Cliff and Presidio Terrace, by virtue of their wealth, are connected to and share a
community of interest with Presidio and  Pacific Heights not the Richmond District.

It
may be inconvenient for some that Sea Cliff is
located where it is—abutting California Street and
adjacent to the Richmond, but I live in Sea Cliff/North
of Lake and it is undeniable that I and my neighbors
shop, recreate, volunteer and worship in the
Richmond and are a part of this community. We have
no community affiliation and share no boundary with
the Marina, Cow Hollow, Pacific Heights, or Presidio
Heights. 

This redistricting process should be about keeping
people together, not focusing on keeping people out
based on their race and socio-economic class. By
including Sea Cliff in D1, in no way is the RDTF
breaking up other Communities of Interest within the
Richmond and has subsequently configured a District
that meets the needs of all residents—from senior
citizens to the Russian and Asian communities, from
recent immigrants to multi-generational San
Franciscans, from renters to homeowners. It is the
diversity of the Richmond, and its adjacent
neighborhoods and parks, that makes it so special. 

The Richmond is a unique community and we in Sea
Cliff/North of Lake treasure its character, history and
diversity. I care about ALL the residents of The
Richmond because they are my neighbors and we
need to work together to solve the important issues
that affect us. If there are residents of The Richmond
who are suffering and need help, I want to hear
about this from my District Supervisor.

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To Whom It May Concern:
 
As a San Francisco (and District 5) resident of almost 20 years, I write to express my utter
disappointment at your last-minute decision to reconsider Map 4 B, a map that seems to go out of
its way to spread my neighborhood over as many different districts as possible.
 
I realize that you have a difficult job to accomplish, and that you must weigh the needs of many
communities and groups.  I also understand that no everyone will be happy with the final map.  With
these thoughts in mind, it's still baffling to me how you believe that Map 4 B could possibly even be
considered a viable map.  One of your goals is to keep neighborhoods as intact as possible, yet just
around where I live, what used to be District 5 would be included in 5 different districts, including my
own would-be district (District 2) that has almost nothing in common with my neighborhood in
terms of diversity, median income, housing density, or even geographic location within the city.  If
District 5 has to move eastward, that's fine.  I can accept no longer being in District 5.  But there's no
reason that I should be able to walk less than a mile in a straight line and cross 5 separate district
boundaries.
 
As much as possible, you need to keep the Haight-Ashbury, the Panhandle, Alamo Square,
Japantown, and the Western Addition together.  Map B not only separates those neighborhoods; it
has up to 4 or 5 districts in the very same tiny neighborhood.  I would be in District 2, but when I
cross Divisadero Street (my corner) to catch the bus, I would suddenly be in District 5.  If I walked a
half mile west from my door, I would be in District 1, and if I walked the 4 blocks south to Haight
Street, I would be in District 8.
 
Please reconsider your awful decision to revert to Map 4 B and give us a map that maintains the
integrity of our neighborhood.  District 5 is known as one of the most progressive districts in the city,
and there are more renters here than in many other neighboring districts.  Your 3 a.m. decision to
revert to an already rejected map makes me wonder just how nonpartisan your task force is.  Are
you intentionally trying to break up the political power of a centralized, very clearly defined district? 
I don't know for sure, but it I wouldn't bet against that notion.  Please prove me wrong.  Please
choose a map that respects the neighborhoods in the current District 5.  If we have to lose a
neighborhood, that's fine, but it should be the entire neighborhood, not bits and pieces of it.

I would like to voice my support for maps 4B and 4C.
 
I cannot support map 4D because all the west-side districts are underpopulated and all the east-
side districts are overpopulated. Map 4D leaves no room for the population growth which is going
to continue to be weighted to the city's east side. 
 
I understand that it is hard to move old boundaries. But we should new create districts that can
survive long into the future. If we avoid rebalancing now, we'll just have to do it 10 years from
now. And it will be even harder then. Let's "rip the bandaid off" now and get it done right. 
 
I also support combining the Western Addition with the Tenderloin in D5. 
 
I'm a former Haight-Ashbury resident, and I saw how the political center of gravity in the current
D5 is weighted towards the Haight, NoPa and Sunset neighborhoods. The Western Addition is
largely ignored and taken for granted in current D5 politics. So combining the Western Addition
with the Tenderloin (and possibly Central Soma) will give those core city neighborhoods a much
stronger voice.  
 
Additionally, the Haight is a wobbler neighborhood. It has connections to the surrounding
neighborhoods north, west and south, and can easily integrate into those supervisorial districts if
needed. Haight residents are adept at making themselves heard, and they will not suffer a decline
in representation no matter which district gets that neighborhood.

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Dear members of the Redistricting Task Force,
 
I was not able to call into last night's meeting, so I'm submitting a comment by email instead.
 
Many public commenters, and at least one of the alternative maps that has been circulated by
advocacy groups, argue for not modifying districts that don't "need to be" modified because they're
less than 5% away from the target population, or for minimizing the difference between the current
map and the new map. However, I urge you not to see minimizing changes as a goal, or even as a
good thing, because it results in inequitable outcomes, and perpetuates existing inequities.
 
In the current map, some districts are wildly underrepresented or overrepresented. For example, D6
(+30.35%) and D10 (+8.65%) are way too big, so its residents are underrepresented, while D1
(-8.31%), D3 (-8.78%), D4 (-8.39%) are way too small, and its residents are overrepresented. This is
obviously inequitable, but that's what this redistricting process is for, to correct these inequities.
 
Some advocates have suggested, explicitly or implicitly, that all that needs to be done is make the
smallest changes possible to get each of the districts within the +/- 5% variance that is allowed. That
is not technically accurate (additional criteria need to be met, otherwise only +/- 1% is allowed), but
more importantly such an approach would perpetuate the existing inequities. It would result in a
map in which D6/D10 are just under 5% too big (say +4.9%), and D1/D3/D4 are just under 5% too
small (say -4.9%). That's a huge difference in representation: a D6/D10 resident would be
underrepresented by about 10% compared to a D1/D3/D4 resident, and the main reason those
communities would be underrepresented is because they were underrepresented before.
 
Arguments that districts that are less than 5% away from the target size don't need to change at all
are similarly flawed. For example, D9 is at -4.56% with its current borders, meaning it "doesn't need
to change" in order to stay within the +/- 5% variance. But that would overrepresent D9 residents
relative to residents of other districts, and not for any good reason, only because D9 residents were
overrepresented before.
 
Keeping underrepresented districts underrepresented, and overrepresented ones overrepresented,
is not equitable. It makes the existing inequities a little less bad, but also perpetuates them for the
next decade. The redistricting process should fix these inequities, not perpetuate them with minimal
improvements. If this task force were to take such a minimal change approach, and future task
forces did the same, districts like D6 and D10 would be underrepresented in perpetuity, for decades
to come, unless and until population growth patterns change dramatically. That's a deeply
inequitable outcome that should be rejected.
 
D6 and D10 can reasonably be expected to experience greater population growth than the other
districts over the next decade, if for no other reason than that that's what happened this past
decade. This makes things even worse, because it means that these districts will become more
underrepresented over time. Members Ho and Castillon pointed this out at last night's meeting.
Member Pierce countered that the task force should focus on the present, rather than the future. If



the task force chooses to focus on the present, it should not be distracted by the past, and it should
be concerned that a map where D6 and D10 are around +4.5% or more while D1 and D4 are around
-4.5% would be deeply inequitable, not just in the future, but today. It would create a situation
where the starting point is that the east side districts are underrepresented by 9%+ compared to the
west side districts, even before any population growth is considered.
 
The task force should avoid such an outcome, and should pursue a map with lower variances,
especially for districts that have been dramatically over/underrepresented for the past several years.

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Redistricting Task Force Commissioners,
 
My name is Teddy Kramer and I am a resident of Russian Hill and a small business owner here in the
City.  I am on the board of Russian Hill Neighbors and its local business chair, I am on the board of
NEXT Village, and am a member of North Beach Neighbors and the Telegraph Hill Dwellers.  I have
also been involved in the conversations of D3 United.
 
I am writing this note in my personal capacity as a resident of San Francisco.  The comments
below are my own and are not the official positions of any of the organizations listed above.
 
I'd like to advocate for you to implement map 4D for the following reasons listed below:
 
An appropriate split of City services across both districts
 
By splitting Russian Hill down Larkin you are properly dividing the following City services across two
Districts:
 
District 2: Polk Street NCD, major SFTA bus lines (Van Ness and Polk Street), alignment with Central
station police station lines.
 
District 3: Russian Hill parks/tourism (Russian Hill Park, George Sterling Park, Lombard Street, Hyde
Street cable car, aquatic park), historic resources, and the majority of protected residential zoning. 
 
It is also important that no schools will be impacted by map 4D.  Galileo High stays in District 2 and
local elementary and middle schools stay in D3 (Yick Wo and New School SF).
 
This only benefits Russian Hill and prevents some of the finger pointing that happened across both
districts when it came to certain matters (See: Van Ness BRT).  It makes each supervisor's
responsibilities to Russian Hill clear and clean.
 
The Polk CBD and Discover Polk CBD are more like Union & Chestnut than Columbus & Grant
 
Over the coming week you will hear people oppose you putting the Polk CBD into D2.  What you
have done is correct!  The Polk CBD has matured in the last decade and a simple eye test will show
that it operates and is regulated much more like the Union Street and Chestnut Street commercial
corridors than Columbus Avenue in North Beach and Grant Street in Chinatown.
 
Therefore, it should be in a supervisorial district that understands those challenges and can offer
similar solutions rather than one that either ignores it or allows it to self-regulate, which is not what
we need during these tough times for small business.
 
It is also a bit discouraging that at the 25th hour that many folks are starting to speak up for the
commercial district, when it was never one of their initial talking points.  They are simply trying to



use the Polk CBD as a bargaining chip which is not in the best interests of our merchants who are
going through the immenses challenges caused by COVID-19.
 
The Van Ness border is artificial and ultimately everything will be okay
 
Finally, and most importantly, any opposition to the lines in Map 4D and a push to make Russian
Hill's western border Van Ness is simply based on a fear of change and an unwillingness to make
small sacrifices for the betterment of all of San Francisco.
 
It is disappointing that many in this community are placing their stakes in the ground that Van Ness
MUST be our western border.  Their reasoning of it being about "historic preservation" is an
ineffective talking point and ultimately irresponsible. 
 
The task at hand for D3 has been to absorb some of D6's growth from the past 10 years.  Ultimately,
the East Cut makes the most sense.  Therefore, we need to give something up in order for other
united and bonded communities of interest in D6 to stay together.  It is our duty as San Franciscans
to make small sacrifices so that larger issues can be properly resolved.
 
In conclusion, should you advance map 4D as is, or with some minor modifications EVERYTHING
WILL BE OKAY.   We will still be able to shop at the same shops, we will have a much clearer
understanding of which supervisor to go to for specific issues/problems, and hopefully, ten years
from now we will have seen all of the great work you have done has allowed for our community to
thrive.

COIs.
    I don't understand this apparent contradiction, and think others also will appreciate some        
clarity on this matter.
 
2. I urge you to give more weight to people who live in or near a commercial district. For example, I
live two blocks from a commercial district. There are more issues such as more noise, litter, traffic,
tourists, and parking.  On the other hand, I have a library, two grocers, a post office, clubs, shops,and
other services a few blocks away, and I enjoy the mix of housing and services.
 
    People who chose to live in a strictly single family residential neighborhood, then visit a commercial
area to shop, dine, etc.then go home, should have less vote than those who live 24/7 in these areas. I
also point out that the strictly single family residential neighborhoods are often occupied by more
homeowners. Many commercial districts have mixed single family and small apartment buildings, and
more renters.

My name is Rowan Oake and I’m a resident of the Richmond District and part of the Unity Map
Coalition. Thank you for listening to the public and for moving forward with map 4D. It was
mentioned yesterday during public comment, but there are still some changes that need to be made
in map 4D.

If map 4D proceeds as-is, adding in wealthier neighborhoods in District 1 would disenfranchise Asian
voters and voters of color, tenants, and low-income residents.

The Richmond District is a diverse community

The Richmond District community is home to 60% of tenants and 40% Chinese-speaking
residents.
The Richmond District is home to many Chinese and Russian immigrants, renters, and SROs
who house low-income tenants.
Many District 1 residents, especially seniors, currently depend on its robust public transit,
community based organizations, and free meals and groceries.
By adding areas like Sea Cliff with the highest incomes into District 1, the least-resourced
community members our nonprofits serve would have their needs competing with some of
the most-resourced residents in the city.

Keep the Sea Cliff and Presidio Terrace in District 2

The Richmond District was settled by large immigrant populations, and the Sea Cliff and
Presidio Terrace were formed as caucasian-only communities to exclude these populations.
Since their creation, the Sea Cliff and Presidio Terrace have always been among the highest
income levels in the city, an exclusive, wealthy part of the city with mansions. By adding the
Sea Cliff and Presidio Terrace into the district, we will take away voices of more marginalized
communities, who are dependent on social services.
The median listing home price in the Sea Cliff is $8.3 million, which is nearly 5 times the
median listing home price in the Richmond.

Adding more into the Inner Richmond:

Please keep the district line at Lake Street and California Street, and expand along Lake
Street to 3rd Avenue.

Expand east into Anza Vista:

Expand east of USF along Turk Boulevard to Divisadero, up Divisadero corridor and
west along Geary.

Currently, District 2 includes 27th Ave between Lake and California. This small block is the
Richmond, not Sea Cliff. Please include this block in District 1.

After reviewing the proposed redistricting maps after this past Saturday's Redistricting Task Force
meeting, the Community Youth Center of SF would like to give feedback in regards to a few districts.
 
District 1: We urge the TF to expand District 1 boundaries eastward toward the Anza Vista
and Jordan Park neighborhoods, as draft map 2B did, instead of expanding boundaries into
the Seacliff neighborhood. We are concerned that D1 boundaries reflected in maps 4A-4D
significantly dilute the Asian and Pacific Islander vote. Including the Seacliff neighborhood
in D1 will compromise voices of the API working class families and tenants living in the
Richmond district. Household median income in the Seacliff is $60,000 higher when
compared to median income in the Richmond district; these neighborhoods have very
different priorities and we want to ensure API tenants and families are given ample
opportunity to elect a representative that will advocate for their interests.
 
District 3: We firmly stand opposed to District 3 boundary proposals that jeopardize
maintaining Tenderloin/West SOMA intact in D6. Maps 4A-D reflect attacks by the Task
Force on the interests of low-income API residents, including seniors, by lumping high-
income neighborhoods with D3. The neighborhoods of South Beach, Russian Hill, Rincon
Hill, and East-Cut have up to six-and-a-half times the household median income compared
to Chinatown residents. The API community living in Chinatown is most vulnerable to
displacement and the disempowering effects of gentrification. We oppose expanding D3 at
the precise expense of working-class families, tenants, immigrants, and the aging
population.
 
We urge the TF to avoid expanding D3 beyond Broadway and Mason Streets in the
Northwest, and limit expanding D3 into the Transbay area to 2nd street, Folsom Street, and
the Embarcadero.
 
District 5: We appreciate the TF's decision to include Japantown in D5 and further call on
the TF to amend northern D5 boundaries to include the blocks surrounded by Pine St, Scott
St, Bush St, and Steiner St. The Japanese Community Youth Council Chibi Chan
Preschool, located at 2507 Pine Street, is an important early childhood education center
serving Japantown and Western Addition families residing within those blocks and needs to
be incorporated back into District 5. 
 
District 6: We stand with the Filipino community to oppose any proposals that divide up
West SOMA, Tenderloin, and the Filipino Cultural District. We strongly urge the Task Force
to prioritize the voices of Filipino and low-income residents of color who have demanded
that the Tenderloin and West SOMA remain intact in District 6; members of these historical
and established cultural neighborhoods have repeatedly asked the TF to remain united as
wealthier neighborhoods along the waterfront have emerged. We call on the TF to refer to
map 4D for a D6 configuration we want to see on the final map.

I am joining the growing number of voices from the eastern part of the City that support the
District 10 Unity Map (https://bit.ly/374YEAg), with the borders that have been described by the
Potrero Boosters Neighborhood Association.
