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What is a Roadway Closure? INTRODUCTION

 Who can Apply? Businesses, merchant
groups, and community organizations.

» Definition: A regular and recurring
activation of space normally used for traffic
for a community and commercial uses, free
and open to the public.

* Reoccurring means weekly or monthly at
the same period of time.

* Not reoccurring could be permitted as a
Special Event through ISCOTT.

* Informal gathering
» QOutdoor recreation

» Qutdoor seating for cafes and
restaurants

» Retall display or sales and services
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L ocation Criteria

Free of public transit or bike lanes

Few driveways or intersecting alleys No fire or police stations, medical, or similar facilities
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Design Criteria cont'd

Get required permits for specific activities like serving

Keep the street clean of trash, debris and food waste
alcohol

Do not obstruct any manhole cover, utility covers, valve box

covers, fire hydrants, standpipes, fire escapes or similar Keep furniture and all other physical objects in approved
infrastructure area
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Design Criteria cont'd

All elements must be removed at the end of the
permitted closure time, daily. No elements can be
stored in the public right of way

No objects shall be placed in intersections or pedestrian
crosswalks. Additional permits are needed for adding tables,
chairs, or other physical objects on the sidewalk

You may not fasten any object to the surface of the street

or sidewalk, nor affix to any pole Comply with other City regulations as applicable
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Fire Safety & Emergency Response

A minimum 14-foot-wide — T =
emergency access lane must be -
maintained throughout the entire
length of the street closure. This
lane must be free of structures
and obstructions, including
sidewalk bulb-outs and traffic
islands, parked cars, booths,

tables and chairs, etc.

CRITERIA

Fire Safety & Emergency Response cont'd

 SAN FRANCISCO FIRE DEPARTMENT (SFFD): Permits may be required if there Is to be cooking with
propane, butane, charcoal briguettes or open flame; or if there are generators or tents erected.

* Events with an expected attendance of more than 500 may need to provide to SFFD a public safety plan and
provide crowd managers.

* Events with street closure permits that have a planned attendance of more than 500 will require an
operational permit to conduct an outdoor assembly event from SFFD.
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Accessibility

Applicants must provide 5% but not less
than one (1) accessible table available for
wheelchair users. If tables are provided in
a roadway shared space, there shall be an
accessible table within that roadway
shared space.

Shared spaces shall not reduce or have
the effect of reducing the accessibility of
the sidewalk to persons with disabilities.
The Americans with Disablilities Act and
2010 Accessibllity Standards (ADAS)
require performance areas to be
accessible to persons with disabillities.

» All applications for Roadway
Shared Spaces are unique
and will need to be closely
reviewed by staff.

» Streets where there Is broad
community support from
nearby businesses and
residents have a better
chance of being approved.

Pandemic program roadway closure permits CRITERIA
for activations before April 1, 2023

You can apply for a temporary permit for recurring
street closures that end before April 1, 2023.

Temporary permits are free

Temporary permits do not require a site plan or
documentation of neighborhood support

Temporary permits require sponsors to provide their
own barricades and equipment
