TN FYL7-I8 and FYI8-19, San Francisco recelved a total relmbursement or
$31,541.61 for the MHSA Housing Program (MHSA HP). $23,583 was
received in FY17-18 and $7,958 was received in FY18-19. The entirety of
this sum was used to support the CSS FSP Permanent Housing program
in FY18-19, which is reported on the CSS worksheet DHCS 1822 C of this
FY18-19RER.

In accordance with MHSA HP , the county is utilizing these released and
returned MHSA funds to provide housing assistance to the target
population identified in W&I Section 5600.3. Housing assistance means
rental assistance or capitalized operating subsidies, security deposits,
utility deposits, or other move-in cost assistance, utilitiy payments, moving
cost assistance and capital funding to build or rehabilitate housing for
homeless, mentally ill persons or mentally ill persons who are at risk of
being homeless.

Per DHCS Information Notice 10-01, total indirect administrative costs may
not exceed fifteen percent of total direct costs. In FY18-19, indirect
administrative costs are 8.56% of total direct costs of all components. This
percentage is the proportion of total indirect expenditures to total direct
expenditures of all MHSA components, or $2,588,423 to $30,255,142.
